FINAL EXAM PROJECT: CSI EPISODE

Your final exam assessment will consist of a group project. Your task is to film your own CSI episode. 

GROUPS: you will be working in groups of 5 (one group of 6 in the bigger section), you make your own groups.

ROLES: each person should be assigned one of the following roles by the group (in the six person group there can be two people in one of the roles).

· Director/ Camera- in charge of the filming, looking after the camera and overseeing the project in general (incl. checking assessment criteria regularly)

· Props- in charge of finding props for the movie and returning them to their appropriate location

· Timeline- in charge of organizing meeting times and locations, and overseeing the timely completion of the project along with the director.

· Music/ editing- in charge of choosing/ adding the music and physically editing the scenes with everyone’s assistance.

· Scriptwriter- in charge of the actual typing of the script and getting updated scripts to people via photocopy or email

· EVERYONE: should be involved in the acting, scriptwriting and final editing, you will be graded on equality of participation.

FINAL PRODUCT: a professional-looking CSI episode between 20 and 40 minutes long burned onto a DVD (chapters episode) using iDVD or similar software, along with an electronic copy of the script in the teacher’s email mailbox.

SELF-EVALUATION: Every member of the group should hand in a self-evaluation (Times New Roman 12, double spaced) explaining their specific role in the project, challenges and successes, how well the group worked as a whole and how they would improve their episode or strategy if they had to repeat the project.

DEADLINES: 

Monday November 6th at midnight: Project Outline (each group will get a short period to work on it and will be given a form to complete and hand in- this will include characters, storyline, techniques that will be used, etc.)

Sunday November 12th at midnight: DVD completed (you will get one long period on Friday 10th or Saturday 11th  to finish filming and editing, I will also try to get the computer lab at some point on Sunday 12th to burn the DVDs).

Monday November 13th at midnight: Self Evaluation handed in (via email is fine)

Except for the days mentioned above when you will get some class time to work on the projects, for the most part you’re on your own. I will have the lab open during conference and L period the week of November 6th – November 12th and you are free to go in there and use anything you want for the filming, as long as you return things to their original location.
